2-1 Paying in Korea
  - Account numbers provided by Jeonbuk bank and Nonghyup bank, and you can pay with the bank of your choice 
  - You can pay by visiting a bank in Korea, or through internet banking or phone banking.
  - You must pay the exact amount written on the bill. (If the amount is different, the payment fails)
  - It's okay if someone else pays instead of you. (parent/relatives/friend)

2-2 Paying in Overseas
  - If you pay in abroad only use the Nonghyup bank account! (NO JB bank)
  - Overseas remittance is only available for the 1st semester, and must be paid in Korea from the 2nd semester
  - In the case of overseas remittance, you must send the remittance receipt to the school to verify your payment.
    At this time, you need to tell us whether you paid only the tuition fee, or whether you paid the 

student union fee and medical expenses through email.(admissionu@jbnu.ac.kr)
    If you do not inform us, it is considered as having only paid the tuition fee, 
    and it is difficult to pay additional student union fees and medical expenses later.
